We develop habits of doing good things. Such good habits are called
virtues. Examples are the habits of praying morning and evening
prayers.

Who does not love correctly?

If an adult claims to love us but touches us in the wrong place or hurts
us in some way, then that person may not have chaste love, and we
should tell our parents or teachers about it so they can guide us and
protect us. Any touching that makes a child uncomfortable is wrong.
